I couldn't just quit and rest; I 

had to keep going because my otherwise helpful partner in life was not able to do what he 

had always done in the past.  

Since he couldn't eat normally, I fixed different food for me.  Mealtime came and I was 

so distraught that I couldn't think of anything that sounded good.  I had leftover turkey, 

but really wanted some comfort food to go with it.  Trying to be helpful my husband 

suggested macaroni salad, but I didn't have the ambition to fix it.  And it takes time ð 

cooking and cooling the pasta; cooking and cooling the boiled eggs, cutting up the 

vegetables.  In my state it was overwhelming even to consider.  

He rose from the recliner; walked to the kitchen and started eggs boiling and water for 

pasta.  Using the aid of ice to set the bowl in, he produced a small macaroni salad in an 

unbelievably short time.  It's one of his favorite side dishes, but he was unable to eat it!  

What a testament!  Now I was overwhelmed in a good way!  Many in my situation would 

have appreciated flowers to brighten their day, but flowers would have been a shallow 

attempt at easing my distress.  Even in his diminished condition, he still demonstrated 

love in giving of himself.  I am, and have been for many years, blessed!!

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Notable Deaths 

Richard Kichline passed away in May of this year, at the age of 86.  Mr. 

Kichline was the person who rebuilt (after the fire) and installed the pipe 

organ here at First United Methodist Church in 1967.   

Patty Brown wrote of Mr. Kichline, ñI had the privilege of knowing 

Richard Kichline.  He would be here twice a year to have the organ at itôs 

best for Easter and Christmas.  I would always get the call to come and 

hold the keys down so that he could tune the pipes.  I was always able to 

ask any questions that I may have had.  Mr. Kichline always wanted our 

organ to sound itôs very best.   

Mr. Kichline submitted a History of the FUMC Pipe Organ that he rebuilt and installed.  

There is a copy of the history on the bulletin board.  To summarize:  The organ is comprised 

of thirty-two sets of pipes, twenty-one chimes/electric action and a Spencer blower.  The 

console case was factory built and all of it components made at Erie OSI.   

In addition to this history of our organ, there is an article about Mr. Kichline from ñThe 

Reviewò newspaper with regard to Mr. Kichlines life spent with the ñking of instrumentsò 

and Mr. Kichlineôs obituary from the Alliance, Ohio newspaper.   See Kim in the office if 

you would like a copy of any of the mentioned information. 

Patty Brown wanted you to know that, ñIt is my honor to play this beautiful pipe organ 

every Sunday and I am so happy to have known Richard Kichline the man who rebuilt it.ò   

As a Navy Hospital Corpsman, Hal served with the US Marines in the Pacific and China at the end 

of WWII.  He was a 1950 graduate of Grove City College, where he was a stand-out center and 

linebacker on the football team and met the love of his life, Peggy Jean Samson.  They were wed on 

June 11, 1949.  Hal graduated from Drew Theological Seminary in 1953 and was ordained into the 

United Methodist Church at Stone United Methodist Church in 1953.  He and Peggy were 

commissioned as missionaries at that time.  They served in Brazil from 1953-1958.  He then served 

as a pastor at South Harborcreek UMC, Trinity UMC in Erie, First UMC Titusville, Franklin District 

Superintendent, First UMC Warren and Asbury UMC in Erie until retiring in 1987.  Upon retirement 

the Kellys lived in Mayville, NY in the home that Hal built for them over the years.  He loved 

Chautauqua Lake, fishing, gardening, woodworking, watching football and traveling.  In 2007 the 

Kellys moved to Wesbury United Methodist Retirement Community.  He led a life of sacrifice and 

service, touching and influencing the lives of many people in the churches he served and in the 

communities where he lived. 

Rev. Kelly was pastor here at Titusville First United Methodist Church from 1970-1971. 

Rev. Harold Ray ñHalò Kelly, 94, of Meadville, passed away peacefully on 

September 13, 2019 with his wife of 70 years, Peggy, by his side.  

Hal was born October 6, 1924 in Jamestown, NY to Ray Kelly and Pearl Wells 

Kelly.  He was the father of Kathryn Kelly Hibler (John), Zanesville, OH, 

Gregory Kelly (Elizabeth), Fort Meyers, FL, Pamela Kelly Leuenberger 

(James), White Oak, PA, and Timothy Kelly, N. Tonawanda, NY.  Hal was 

also the proud grandfather of Leah Beegan Ozdemir (Umit), Juliana Beegan, 

Jamie Kelly  Kirtley (Steve), Alyson Kelly Dabiri (Jared), Jessica Kelly

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CHURCH USE POLICY  

On September 17th the Church Council Amended the Church Usage Policy.  Changes 

for Policy for Church Usage are as follows: Tables and chairs are NOT to be signed out 

anymore. No furniture is to be taken out of our church (Especially Murray Parlor tables 

and chairs and including the tables in the social hall).  EVERY PERSON who is 

involve with FUMC, in any capacity, must reserve Church facilities with the Secretary 

(Murray Parlor, Social Hall). Below is the amended Church Usage Policy.    

Policy for Church Usage-First United Methodist Church 

Titusville, PA  

General Rules applying to all church usage:  

The church may not be used for any purpose contrary to the Christian faith. 

The use of alcohol, tobacco or illegal drugs is strictly prohibited on all church property. 

Those using the building are to leave it as they found it or better: cleaning up after themselves by sweeping 

the floors; wiping thoroughly all surfaces used; washing plates, cups and silverware; and placing tables and 

chair where they were found. When a deposit is required; if the condition of the church is not satisfactory to 

the secretary or custodial staff then the designated amount will not be returned.  

All church use is to be in accordance with the safe sanctuary policy of the church, which is attached to this 

document. 

 

Murray Parlor:  

Members may use the parlor at no charge, however a $50.00 security deposit is required and will returned 

provided that the room is in satisfactory condition.  

There will be no charge for any UM district, conference use, or joint church events approved by the pastor.   

Members of other United Methodist Churches may use the parlor for a deposit of $150.00, of which 

$100.00 will be returned, if the parlor is in satisfactory condition after use. 

Non-members may use the parlor for a deposit of $150.00, of which $75.00 will be returned, if the parlor is 

in satisfactory condition after use. 

 

 Kitchen and Social Hall: 

Members may use these at no charge, however a $50.00 security deposit is required and will be returned 

provided that the room is in satisfactory condition.  All must receive instruction on the operation of the 

dishwasher and convection oven from the secretary, custodian, kitchen-coordinator, a trustee or the pastor 

(if no one else is available).  

These are available for any UM district or conference or joint church functions at no fee. 

Non-members may use these with instruction on the operation of the dishwasher and convection oven as 

stated above about members.  Any garbage accumulated must be taken away from the church.  Non-

members may use the kitchen for a deposit of $150.00, of which $75.00 will be returned, if it is in 

satisfactory condition after use. 

 

Sanctuary:  

The sanctuary is only to be used for services of worship as approved by the senior pastor (or in his 

absenceéthe chair of the Board of Trustees), the District Superintendent or the Bishop. 

 

Tables and chairs are NOT to be signed out, anymore. No furniture is to be taken out of our church 

(Especially Murray Parlor tables and chairs and including the tables in the social hall).  EVERY PERSON 

who is involved with FUMC, in any capacity, must reserve Church facilities with the Secretary to avoid a 

conflict of church use (Murray Parlor, Social Hall, etc.). At the time of deposit, a church usage policy is to 

be signed for each use of our church policy to state that the party understands and agrees with our policies.
